 GLOBALIZATION: MEANING AND DEFINATIONS: 
Globalization is a multi dimensional concept. It has political, economic, cultural manifestations and these must be adequately distinguished. Globalization as a concept fundamentally deals with flows. These flows could be of various kinds:

1. Ideas moving from one part of the world to another,
2. Capital shunted between two or more places,

3. Commodities being traded across borders,

4. People moving in search of better livelihoods to different parts of the world.

Globalization typically refers to the process by which different economies and societies become more closely integrated, and concurrent with increasing worldwide globalization, there has been much research into its consequences (Nilson, 2010, p.1191). Covering a wide range of distinct political, economic, and cultural trends, the term ―globalization‖ has quickly become one of the most fashionable buzzwords of contemporary political and academic debate. In popular discourse, globalization often functions as little more than a synonym for one or more of the following phenomena: the pursuit of classical liberal (or ―free market‖) policies in the world economy (―economic liberalization‖), the growing dominance of western (or even American) forms of political, economic, and cultural life (―westernization‖ or ―Americanization‖), the proliferation of new information technologies (the ―Internet Revolution‖), as well as the notion that humanity stands at the threshold of realizing one single unified community in which major sources of social conflict have vanished (global integration‖; Globalization, 2010).Globalization is not a new phenomenon, with global ecological changes, an ever more integrated global economy, and other global trends, political activity increasingly takes place at the global level (Globalization, 2005). It is old but not very about more than 20 years scholars from a variety of fields and coerces have been discussed in a vigorous debate about this social phenomenon: globalization.
The term globalization comes from English, as base of the word “globalization” which refers to the emerging of an international network, belonging to an economical and social system. One of the earliest uses of the term "globalization", as known, was in 1930 - in a publication entitled Towards New Education - to designate an overview of the human experience in education. A near-term "giant corporations" was used in 18973 by Charles Russell Tazel to describe the big national trusts and other large enterprises of the time. Since 1960 both terms began to be used interchangeably by economists and researchers in social sciences and were used until about mid 1980. 

The aim of globalization is to secure socio- economic integration and development of all the people of the world through a free flow of goods, services, information, knowledge and people across all boundaries. 

Globalization is seen as a conscious and active process of expanding business and trade across the borders of all the states. It stands for expanding cross-border facilities and economic linkages. This is to be done with a view to secure an integration of economic interests and activities of the people living in all parts of the world. The objective of making the world a truly inter-related, inter-dependent, developed global village governs the on-going process of globalization. 

Globalization is the concept of securing real social economic, political and cultural transformation of the world into a real global community. It is considered to be the essential means for securing sustainable development of all the people of the world. 

“Globalization represents the desire to move from national to a global sphere of economic and political activity”. It seeks to transform the existing international economic system into a unified system of global economics. In the existing system, national economies are the major players. In the new system, the globalize economic and political activity will ensure sustainable development for the whole world.

“Globalization is the process whereby social relations acquire relatively distance-less and borderless qualities.” —Baylis and Smith 


According to WHO:
Globalization can be defined as” the increased interconnectedness and interdependence of peoples and countries. It is generally understood to include two inter-related elements: the opening of international borders to increasingly fast flows of goods, services, finance, people and ideas; and the changes in institutions and policies at national and international levels that facilitate or promote such flows.”

FEATURES OF GLOBALIZATION: 

As we know globalization is a multi-dimensional phenomenon, its features are as follows:

1. Global economy is one of the important features of globalization. Trade has come out of national boundaries. Global economy promotes international harmony.
2.  Global movements are other features of globalization. The members of the global village have come out of their national boundaries and started thinking about the global stake holders. Women liberation movement is an example.

3. Establishment of world wide institutions is a feature of globalization. Globalization has brought the countries of the world closer to each other. UNO is such a product tries to protect against natural calamities as well as man made problems.
 4. Expansion of industrialization is another feature of globalization. It has increased the                                                      value of multi-national business organizations. The out put of multinational companies is    more than State corporations that is why the MNCs dominated the world market. The notable examples are General Motors, Ford, ESSO, Shell, McDonalds, and KFC etc.
5. The emergence of WTO is another feature of globalization. WTO is an indication of globalization process. Martin Shaw observes that although the WTO remains dominated by the west and is partly a forum for resolving intra-western economic differences, it is now more or less universally accepted as the framework for regulating trade, as China’s admission in 1991 recognized.
Conclusion:  the growing interdependence of states, markets, communications and ideas across borders- is one of the leading characteristics of contemporary world. Globalization encompasses contradictory trends with varying degrees of pressure on the state, society and economy. The impact of globalization on the world economy and resulting changes in the international order, create new challenges and new opportunities for the implementation of human rights.
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
